
Public Participation Requirement 

CNMI Public School System 

Early Intervention Program 

Part C of IDEA  
 

Pursuant to Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act 2004, & GEPA, the Public School System 

Early Intervention Program is required to provide at least 60 days prior to submission of grant applications for 

funds, a 60 day circulation notice with an opportunity for public comment on the application for at least 30 days 

during that period and provide an opportunity for the general public, including individuals with disabilities and 

parents of infants, toddlers and youth with disabilities, to provide comments.

60-Day Public Circulation Period: March 13, 2023 to May 11, 2023
